[My story]
Cystic fibrosis (CF) is a life-limiting condition that makes it difficult to breathe, causes vulnerability to infection and restricts your ability to fulfil your ambitions. For those living with cystic fibrosis, medication, physiotherapy, and general health all must be considered when planning the simplest activity and being unwell frequently interferes with work and education.
In England many adults with CF still must pay for their prescriptions. When the exemption list was produced in 1968, children with CF weren’t expected to live to be adults – so CF wasn’t included. Now there are more adults than children living with CF and it is one of the few chronic, life-shortening conditions where adults will incur this additional cost burden for the rest of their lives. 
The Cystic Fibrosis Trust is calling for the prescription charges exemption list to be reviewed and for all people with CF to receive their prescriptions free of charge.
